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STATEMENT OF FAITH

We believe:

That the holy Bible is inerrant, composed of the Old and New Testaments, and is of final and supreme authority in
faith and life. “All scripture is God breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in
righteousness so that we may be thoroughly equipped for every good work.”

2 Timothy 3:16-17

That God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit, is one God, eternally existing in three persons;

God the Father is infinite in wisdom, power and love, whose mercy is over all His works, and whose will is ever
directed to His children’s good;

Jesus Christ is Son of God and Son of man, the gift of the Father's unfailing grace, the ground of our hope, and the
promise of our deliverance from sin and death;

The Holy Spirit is the divine presence in our lives, whereby we live through His power in the truth of Christ, and
find help and strength to live our daily lives;

That this faith should manifest itself in the service of love as set forth in the example of our Lord, to the end that the
kingdom of God may come upon the earth.
